Lake of the Woods Homeowners’ Association Annual Meeting

Mary Ann Kovoch, President, graciously opened her home at 7 pm for the 2015 LOW Annual Meeting.  Also in attendance were Phil Danford, Jay Jarger, Kathy Negrelli, Diane Orender, Gwen Schall, Sharon Shapiro, Wynetta Tepus, Railene (and baby Nathan) Thorson, and Rod Wellman.

Treasurer’s Report:  For the year ended December 31, 2014, LOW had revenue of $8,457 from association dues of $8,450 and interest of $7.  Expenses of $8,091 were for lawn service of $6,136, insurance of $595, investment expense of $300, electric of $628 and other minor expenses.   The net gain for the year was $366.   The net gain, added to the beginning balance of $34,183, brought the ending balance to $34,549.  Assets are held in the LOW checking account and an investment account.  A motion, made by Jay Jarger to accept the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Kathy Negrilli, carried.
Minutes of the previous meeting:  The minutes of the 2014 LOW Annual Meeting were distributed to all LOW residents last year.  Phil Danford made a motion to accept the minutes, seconded by Sharon Shapiro.  Motion carried.

Old Business:  Mary Ann Kovoch reported that the number of signatures needed on a petition to have the LOW roads resurfaced fell short of a majority.  Only 25 residents signed, but 45 were needed.  There will be no further effort made to pursue requesting the city of Akron to resurface the roads.

New Business:  LOW residents are reminded to call 311 if they need tree pruning of city trees on the tree lawns.  The city will also remove dead or fallen trees on the tree lawns or in the pond.

City of Akron residents are allowed two special trash/recycling/yard waste pick-ups per year.  Call the Akron Public Utilities to schedule.

A lighting company is maintaining the entrance lights.  Let Rod Wellman know if there are any lights that are out.

Residents have been diligent in picking up after their dogs, a marked improvement over the past year.  The pond is in good shape, lawns have been mowed, and generally the neighborhood looks well-cared for.  A reminder – please keep trash and recycling cans out of sight if they are not kept in your garage.  
Residents are also reminded that if they plan any exterior improvements to their property, they must submit drawings to the Architectural Review Board.  Contact the President well in advance of any planned construction.

Election of Officers:  The candidates recommended and approved as officers and directors for the coming year were Mary Ann Kovach, President; Sharon Shapiro, Vice President; Rod Wellman, Treasurer; Diane Orender, Secretary; and Phil Danford as a board member.  Three of the five serve on the Architectural Review Board.  A motion, made and seconded, to accept these officers and director carried. 
The meeting adjourned at 8 pm.
